DAY 5  TESTIMONY 
“Whoever believes in the Son of God has the testimony in himself…
And this is the testimony, that God gave us eternal life, and this life 
is in his Son. Whoever has the Son has life; whoever does not have 
the Son of God does not have life.”  
– 1 John 5:10a,11-12 

As you pray, let the testimony of Jesus in your life move you into a 
greater confidence in the Gospel as you love others in His name. 

DAY 6  PREACH THE WORD 
“preach the word; be ready in season and out of season; reprove, 
rebuke, and exhort, with complete patience and teaching.”  
– 2 Timothy 4:2 

Pray that God would increase your love of His Word, that you would 
be saturated in it, and for the Spirit to move you into obedience as 
you carry the Word in your heart and on your lips. 

DAY 7  COMMISSIONED 
“Go therefore and make disciples of all nations, baptizing them in the 
name of the Father and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit, teaching 
them to observe all that I have commanded you. And behold, I am 
with you always, to the end of the age.”  
– Matthew 28:19-20 

Pray for chances to make disciples. Ask for the confidence and 
boldness you need. Let God remove all fears and reservations, 
knowing that He is with you.
